Baby teeth (primary teeth): The first set of
20 temporary teeth. They normally fall out one
by one between ages 6 and 12.

Canines: The four teeth that have a rounded or
e pointed tip used for biting food.

Cavities: Dental infections in our teeth caused by
bacteria.

Crown: The portion of a tooth above the gum line
that is covered by enamel.
